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Q: Is the house all original?

Answer.  Much of the house is original to the period it was constructed.  The initial house, built in the 1860’s , was 2 over 2 construction to which the library addition was added.   In 1898 a large addition was added that included the living room, dining room and a master bedroom  ( now the family room) .  An indoor bathroom  (the first in town) and a sunroom were added later. In 1997 the large screened porch was added. 

In 2000 the current owners added a kitchen, master bath upstairs and a master walk in closet.  Design and finishing materials to match the 1898 addition were used. The moldings were milled in Richmond to match the existing. The rear entry porch was part of that addition and the posts for the porch were found in the basement as they had been saved from a previous porch that was removed long ago.  That porch was where the large screened porch is now. 

Originally the kitchen for the house was in the basement.  The location of the kitchen fireplace can still be seen as an outline on the fireplace chase wall. There was a dumbwaiter to the dining room. There is now a powder room where the chase was. The Medlin family has shared that a cook, housekeeper and a gardener came each morning to take care of the home and the needs of the family.  Dinner was always served in the dining room and they of course “dressed” for dinner.  The kids ate breakfast in the basement with the cook. 

Part of the basement is original.  The area at the foot of the basement stairs was added with the 1898 addition.  All but one basement room has had concrete poured over the original brick floors. 

Q: Is the electrical updated?

Answer:  Yes. The electrical has all been brought up to code.  The house has 400 amps of service so there is still ample room in the breaker box for additional needs. 

Q: Is the plumbing updated?  

Answer:  Yes, all the waterline plumbing in the house was changed with the 2000 addition. 

Q: How old is the roof?  

Answer:  The house received a new architectural shingle roof in 2005.  It is a 40 year roof.  

Q: How old are the HVAC systems?

Answer:  The house has two zones.  The downstairs zone has a Unico system that was installed in  2005.  The upstairs system was installed in 2006.  All the ducting was replaced at that time as well. 

Q: How much do utilities cost?

Answer:  Except for the propane cook stove and the propane fireplace in the kitchen it is an all electric home.  It is prorated monthly and at the present time it is $475.00 per month.  That includes heating and cooling the greenhouse.  The water, sewer and garbage cost 180.00 ( average)  every  other month.  The propane costs 350.00 to fill (approximately) and is filled about every 10 months.   


Q: How much are the property taxes? 

Answer:  The taxes are 1720.00 per year to the county and $3500.00 per year to the Town of West Point.  Amounts are approximate and depend on the current tax assessment rate. The house is on 3 town lots. The house is on two of them and the third lots is taxed separately.  

Q; is the house drafty.  

Answer:  No.  The house was insulated and sealed by Building Science from Richmond, VA. The windows were not replaced in order to preserve the old and wavy glass.  The windows are sound and do not leak or rattle.  The house is very tight and retains temperature well. 

They depressurized the house to find leaks and sealed them.  They added insulation everywhere they could get to.  The walls are insulated. The crawl space as well. 

Q: Does the house have a security system.  

Answer:  Yes.  It is secured by ADT and is linked to response from the local fire and police.  There is a monthly fee for this. 

Q: Does the house have high speed internet and wifi. 

Answer:  Yes to both. 

Q: Does the basement flood. 

Answer: No.  The basement is very sound and dry.  On occasion with very heavy long term rain one corner will have a small amount of water infiltration from the ground up.  This has happened a handful of times in 18 years. The house is on the highest point of land in downtown  area of West Point. 

Q. Is the house in the flood zone? 

Answer:  The house is not in the flood zone and no flood insurance is required. There is a small section of the northwest corner ( by the stop sign) that covers about 9 square feet that is in the flood zone.  

Q: Is the house on the Historical Registry. 

Answer: Yes. It is on the state Historical District Registry.  It is one of the houses of note on that registry.  It is designated as the Treat Medlin house built in 1898.  The original structure was actually 1860’s.  Like many courthouses the one in King William burned and the exact records are lost.  The date comes from the Medlin family. 

Q:  Is it hard to get insurance? 

Answer:  No.  The house is currently insured for a replacement value of 1.12 million with USAA.  

Q: Do the floors squeak? 

Answer:  In some places yes.  After 155 years I would certainly think that here and there they would. 

Q: What kind of floors does the house have? 

Answer:  Heart pine and some oak.  One room is carpeted.

Q: What material are the kitchen counter tops? 

Answer:  The kitchen counter tops are green Italian soapstone.  Soapstone is harder and more durable than granite and it never needs to be treated.  It is impervious to heat and even knife cuts.  Soapstone is used in laboratories for the work counters because it is so durable.  

Q. How old is the magnolia tree? 

Answer:  An arborist looked at the tree 13 years ago.  At that time he estimated the age at 150 years.  He said that she has to be hooked into an underground water source and likely drinks 300+ gallons a day.  The tree takes up its own lot on the property.    It is rumored to be the second largest magnolia in the United States.  That has not been verified. 
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
