(18) 1st calf heifers with October calf @ 
side - Angus, BWF, Simmental X, & Gertrudis 
X, –these heifers were exposed to a 
Springfield Angus calving ease Angus bull, 
medium to large frame cattle, short hair, 
easy going, at press time there were (14) 
calves on ground that are mighty spiffy.

(45) Bred Heifers -Angus based heifers, 
bred to calving ease Angus bulls or Wagyu 
bulls, these heifers will calve @ 2-years of 
age with largest percentage of these heif-
ers being Black, BWF & a few Smokes, & 
Red, frame size 5 ¾, weigh approx. 1200#. 
All of these heifers are out of proven pro-
ducers & have EID buttons, most of these 
should start calving week after sale with 
some calving winter & early spring, sold 
with a guarantee to have a live calf. The 
criteria for E. B. & Shane keeping heifers 
back as we keep most of the colored heif-
ers – we can breed them to black bull & 
get black calves if we desire.
